It is established that the basis for building a budget system is the budget system, which is
interpreted as the organization and principles of building a budget system, its structure, distribution
ofrevenues and expenditures between individual links, legal basis for budgets, establishing the nature
of relations between budgets, the relationship between individual links systems. Itis substantiated
that the study of the essence of the budget system of any country should begin with a historical
digression of the process of statehood. Generalization of the views of the classics of scientific
economic theory of the financial system, where its main elements are the budget and the budget
system made it possible to determine the evolution of scientific schools. It is established that the
neoclassicists claimed that the state and its financial system are entrusted with the implementation
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of a number of tasks on the structural restructuring of the economy, stimulating scientific and
technological progress, encouraging innovation. Along with short-term financial policy, the state
must formulate a financial strategy to stimulate long-term economic growth. It is also stated that the
activities of the state, according to the neoclassicists, should be limited to the development of
financial policies related to the formation of economic and social development programs, and their
implementation should be carried out by private entrepreneurs. The main task of financial policy is
to support the development of competitive forces in the private sector that contribute to the growth
of production and employment. It is proved that with the help of the state it is possible to achieve a
rational ratio between the factors of production, ie to reduce the total amount of public expenditures
and change their structure: to increase the share of expenditures related to the promotion of scientific
and technological progress. It is determined that neoliberals advocated that the state through the
budget, taxes, public spending system and public credit should ensure the welfare of society as a
whole and each of its citizens, and thus — the coherence and balance of interests in society.

Summarizing the results of the theoretical study, it was found that proponents of the classical
theory of public finance of the twentieth century argued that exchange value is based on the
assessment of consumer value of economic goods by individuals, where value arises from human
perception of utility, and people produce economic goods because they value them.

Itwas found that the representatives of this school promote that the impact of taxation affects not
only the political and economic situation in the country, but also the social behavior of people: due to
excessive tax pressure to try to achieve social justice by increasing spending on social needs.
irrational. It was found that from the point of view of interpretation of taxes as aninsurance premium
and a form of collective savings, taxes are considered as a payment for the accumulation of funds for

use by the state in case of a certainrisk.
