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The article has examined the influence of identity policy on national security and public
administration of Ukraine.

The research has proved that in the process of cultivating identity, the key role is played by the
state apparatus and national-political elites, who, via a symbiosis of social-cultural and political
values, try to create conditions under which an individual seeks to belong to the state and political
community. The identity of regional elites also directly influences the criteria for selecting and
developing a mechanism for ensuring the necessary human resources in public authorities and
potentially creates new levels of regional security.

The research states that the security environment as a platform for effective social and economic
cooperation in public administration cannot remain beyond the monitoring control of national elites,
because there is always a threat connected to the competition of countries aimed at implementing
different models of national and regional security. The Head of state institution plays the key role
here.

Ukraine's national security is highly dependent on the international policy of hegemonic states
and their ability to maintain peace on the planet. Transregionalism is of particular danger in this
context, because itis an instrument of institutionalization and integration of regional cooperation in
trade, economy, technological cooperation, movement of human and intellectual capital, and so on.

The research indicates that the deformation of identity policy threatens the loss of control by the
authorities over the information, economic, political, managerial, defense, and intelligence spheres
and may lead to the threat of ethno-separatism. At the same time, excessive politicization or partial
implementation of identity policy or the inability to cultivate it at the state level can lead to the
emergence of various radical movements, their legitimation and institutionalization. Therefore, the
development of an optimal mechanism for the implementation of identity policy in Ukraine is a priority
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for state elites in modern conditions.
