The peculiarities of the influence of the coronavirus pandemic on the consciousness of the society, which caused
the change of accents in the systemic state-civil partnership, have been studied. Historical digression has shown
that pandemics can have more devastating effects than wars. It has been proven that population mobility has
turned the epidemic into a pandemic and globalized the fight against it, exacerbated the ideology of liberal
democracy andbecame an indicator of the formation of civil society. The article considers the role of civil society
in the fight against the COVID- 19 pandemic in Ukraine.

The opinion of Ukrainians regarding public activity is analyzed with the help of monitoring data of the Institute of
Sociology of the National Academy of Sciences of Ukraine, the level of this activity is determined andin what main
forms it manifests itself. In accordance with the set research goal, a systematic analysis was carried out and
institutional institutions were identified that need to be involved in civil society so that it remains an important
driver in the fight againstthe coronavirus pandemic. The main directions of activity of public organizations in Ukraine
are defined and compared, according to the population and representatives of public organizations. The main
problems that currently stand in the way of relations between public organizations and the authorities in Ukraine
have been identified. The opinion of representatives of public organizations on the situation with the pandemic
was investigated, whether itinfluencedthe increase of public activity. The assessment of representatives of public
organizations of the currentlevel of developmentof civil society in Ukraine is generalized. The main priorities in the
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activities ofUkrainian public organizations in the context of the COVID- 19 pandemic have been clarified. The COVID-
19 coronavirus pandemic has demonstrated that NGOs and volunteers are important social actors and prominent
components of civil society as a whole. Proof of this is the emergence of a number of organizations, charitable
foundations and volunteers across the country, who began to help the population and doctors of Ukraine.
The opinion is substantiated that in the conditions of the crisis there was a surge of public activity, which
contributed to the increase of the "social capital” of the society, in particular due to the realization of the great
potential of solidarity. The COVID-19 coronavirus pandemic has demonstrated the unprecedented challenges

facing governments and the world community.
